Bob Holly was in the ring with mic in hand, wanting to address the "fact" that he didn't tap out to the Anaconda Vice. Ummmm - who's hand was flailing last week, Bob? Even if it wasn't official? He called out CM Punk to prove the point - and do you think Punk would resist? Of course not! Then Holly upped the ante saying this was only a three minute match!
