1. Bobby Lashley v Bob Holly: Non Title ECW Rules Match - Lashley by pinfall after the powerslam onto a steel chair 

2. Kevin Thorn & Marcus Cor Von v The Sandman & Tommy Dreamer - Thorn & Cor Von by pinfall when Thorn pinned Sandman after a cane shot to the throat 

3. CM Punk v Mike Knox - Punk by submission with the Anaconda Vice 

4. Rob Van Dam & Sabu v Elijah Burke & Matt Striker - Burke and Striker by pinfall when Burke pinned Sabu after a combined blocked springboard and knee to the back
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OK, so what's the deal with Snitsky's part in Bob Holly's plans after the attack on Bobby Lashley last week? Lashley didn't bother asking questions. He was a man of action and he wanted a piece of Holly under ECW Rules. And the fists were soon flying and Holly wasted no time exiting to the floor. But Lashley took that in his stride and soon brought out a table after nailing a gut wrench overhead suplex. But he took too long setting it up and Holly nailed him with a coathanger - before putting the table back under the ring! The crowd didn't like that! Lashley blasted back and clotheslined Holly over the barricade with Holly taking a head shot on the fall (ouch!) and Lashley then took matters back into the ring. Holly struck back with an inverted Time Out, and then he wrapped Lashley's goolies around the ringpost! Holly brought in a chair and dropped Lashley twice onto it's back set up and Lashley was in trouble. But he reversed a whip into a chair armed corner and in went Holly and out he came straight into a T-Bone suplex. Lashley was back and taking charge, but Holly kicked out after a Torture Rack into a breaker. So Lashley grabbed the table again, only to again pay for taking too long with a baseball slide. Holly grabbed the chair and looked to set for the Alabama Slam, but Lashley slipped out and grabbed Holly in the powerslam position and delivered onto the chair. Not even Holly was getting up from that, and the table stayed intact.
The war continued between the ECW Originals and the "New Breed" with two tag team matches. The first saw Kevin Thorn and Marcus Cor Von jump the Sandman and Tommy Dreamer as they entered the ring, and Cor Von making sure the Sandman was out on the floor so they could concentrate on Dreamer (who took a rope burn legit taking a bump off that massive run over by Cor Von). Dreamer looked to escape, and the Sandman was on the apron and got the tag eventually to clean house. Cor Von went for Sandman's kendo stick but the referee stopped him. Sandman made him pay with a side Russian Leg Sweep with the Kendo Stick but it didn't connect. However Thorn did with his cane out of the referee's vision and the New Breed took the cheap win.
The other tag saw RVD and Sabu take on Matt Striker and Elijah Burke and Striker got Sabu reeling a bit but he got well and truly nailed with that DDT (those spiking sells are terrific). Striker bailed out as Sabu tagged Van Dam, and Burke kept it basic only to underestimate Rob's foot skills and style. Striker got the tag back in and he was getting a lesson of his own, and it took a clothesline on the apron from Burke on Sabu to turn things around. The New Breed needed Sabu in the ring as he was the weaker link of the two and they looked to do just that - but they had to keep him on the mat. And Burke didn't do it and got kicked, and in came RVD off the tag. He cleaned house - and I have to admit it. I like Striker's selling! Things were getting out of hand and the ending looked rather ordinary. I think the intention was for Burke to interrupt Sabu's springboard attempt and get out of the way, but Sabu didn't spring and ended up falling on Burke. Joey Styles did a good job covering for what looked like a stuff up, and I think Burke showed great reflexes seeing it coming and getting a knee up to both protect himself and make the ending look as best as possible. Nevertheless it finished a bad night for the ECW Originals.
Old feelings were renewed on the return of Mike Knox as he faced CM Punk. And Knox got his attention with an inverted power bomb. Punk struck back with a knee to escape an Abdominal Stretch, only to run into one heck of a drop kick! But Knox couldn't keep Punk down. A few knees and the urinagi into the Anaconda Vice and Punk had the win. But then he was blindsided by Snitsky?? Why? After attacking the ECW champ last week he targets Punk? That makes no booking sense at the moment.
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
