Kane faced Elijah Burke, and Burke tried to use his boxing experience, but an uppercut from Kane caused a change to plan B and a bail to the floor. That didn't help him though and Kane was in control. Burke tried to get some shots off, and it took a vicious flurry to get Kane's attention. But Burke set too soon for the Elijah Express and he ran into a chokehold and the chokeslam followed for the win.
Chavo Guerrero wasn't overly happy with the battle royal at Mania 24 to decide the opponent for his title. What with Mark Henry, Khali, BDV and Kane in there! But Armando Estrada gave him a chill pill he enjoyed - the chance to blow off some steam against poor Colin Delaney. And Delaney had to win to get an ECW contract? Are they killing this off now? Delaney was selling early after he took a beating from Bradshaw 24 hours earlier. But he found a short hip toss, and a drop kick sent Chavo to floor and he was stunned! Back in the ring Chavo decided to step it up and went after the arm. Again Colin tried, but Chavo started the Three Amigos but he couldn't finish them as Colin was limp. So he went for the Frog Splash, but Delaney got out of the way! He went for a cover, but only got a two count and Chavo got the Gory Bomb and that was that.
CM Punk was still having trouble working out Festus. Jesse and Festus have a title shot on Smackdown against Morrison and the Miz and when the bell rang Festus was after Jimmy! Morrison tripped on the steps going around (I think that might have been legit but no damage done) and Festus pitched him into the ring and beat him up. Jesse got the tag and he soon got into trouble - but a double low bridge by Jesse and Punk had the champions on the floor. Punk did a springboard splash from the apron onto them, and then Jesse followed with a flight of his own. And even Shelton Benjamin got into the act although he didn't have a choice thanks to Festus! The faces were controlling things, and Morrison was running his mouth at Punk. CM was aware of him, but he only took so much and yanked Morrison into the ring. He then collected the Miz with the corner knee but Benjamin yanked him back to the mat while the referee was getting Jimmy out of there. Just what the heels needed and they took charge. Benjamin got the T-Bone suplex but he didn't go for the cover. Punk was being beaten down but he got an enziguri and Festus got the tag. Time for a spring cleaning! Things got out of hand and Festus blocked the Reality Check and nailed that modified flapjack for the win.
I've already said enough times that I like Kofi Kingston, but I hate that he keeps on getting given jobbers! This James Curtis is actually not bad, but he has the potential of being the next Steve Lombardi. Making the new stars look good. Kofi's past that point - he should be getting bigger names. Nevertheless, as matches go using the old 80's Superstars of Wrestling formula, this was good. Curtis even avoided the Buzzsaw, but Kingston got it anyway from the other side. And Joey Styles got in one of his good ones - have Kofi sponsored by Black and Decker! Tazz ignored it! Not nice!
