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Thanks to a forgetful tradesman who was supposed to be fixing a faulty light switch this morning and didn't come until 4pm I had to default to the two hour delay edition.

Teddy Long was in the ring and he was happy that Vicki Guerrero was going to Raw - because he was going back to Smackdown as the GM. His replacement on ECW? Tiffany? Well, as an interim GM anyway. But she barely had a chance to talk before Jack Swagger interrupted. That was rude. And he added to it - trying to get preferential treatment. Tiffany wasn't buying it, because this time next week (because of the draft) he might not be on ECW! And she took the opportunity to announce a fatal four way to help decide who would face Swagger for the ECW title at Backlash. The loser would be eliminated from the chase.

The tactics of this one would be interesting. It wasn't a case of winning the match. It was a case of avoiding getting beat. Christian had a scar from the Money in the Bank ladder match, but the focus early was on Mark Henry. No one was getting anywhere until all three opponents managed to get to him with a huge suplex and then they got him to the floor and ran him into the ring steps. But I think not eliminating him was a mistake. Finlay and Dreamer were soon battling in the ring. Christian came in and he was caught by Dreamer, but he did a Victory Roll to avoid a Doomsday Device from Finlay. The battle went on and Dreamer nailed the kick in the Tree of Woe but Henry was back now. He was vulnerable though and he was forced into the corner, and Dreamer tried to DDT Christian only to have to avoid the Killswitch. Henry charged and Dreamer dodged but Christian was squashed. Dreamer took care of Tony Atlas who was on the apron and that distracted the referee as Henry had Dreamer up for the World's Strongest Slam. But Hornswoggle had released Finlay from the Tree of Woe, and he had the stick and he used it! Finlay got the pin and Henry was out of the race. Three to go - likely in a triple threat next week.

Six man tag team action, with the unified tag team champions tagging with Evan Bourne. Mizanin started with Carlito and soon Primo was in and he did that corner balancing act again like he did on Raw! The Miz bailed first chance he got and tagged Tyson Kidd. And the rookie actually managed to turn the match. He's getting a push I think! Carlito was in trouble and tried to escape but he was driven into the wrong corner by Jimmy. However Carlito dodged and weaved and tagged Bourne who was off and running with his usual brilliance. Morrison was on the floor in nothing flat, and Bourne went with him - and then he showed his smarts ducking a double shot from Mizanin and Kidd and getting back into the ring instead of trying to be a one man band. But Jimmy anticipated a drop kick and swatted it away causing a nasty looking bump and now Evan Was in bother. Kidd got in and looked to make him pay and Bourne needed to tag out. And that neat answer to the Jimmy/Miz double team helped heaps! Kidd got the tag but too late - here comes Primo! Mizanin was soon in to break up a pin and it broke down from there. Primo nailed Kidd with the Backcracker after Kidd missed the springboard elbow, and he tagged Bourne who let fly with the SSP! Bye Bye!
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
