3. Titus O'Neill & Percy Watson v JTG & Derrick Bateman - O'Neill & Watson by pinfall when O'Neill pinned Bateman after the Clash of the Titus

Curt Hawkins seems to have suffered a legit ankle injury and was on a walking stick. They used it to hype up the dispute with the Uso's, and from now until Hawkins was back in action - Reks was taking his anger out on anyone who got in the ring with him. Tonight it was Yoshi Tatsu. Reks decided to be a bully, but Tatsu was back at him with the chops and that was a nasty kick to the hammy! That angered Reks and he stepped it up.
