4. Christian v Tajiri v Jonathon Coachman v Rhyno v Hurricane Helms v Shelton Benjamin: Elimination match
- Tajiri pinned Helms after the karate kick
- Rhyno pinned Tajiri (during a commercial break)
- Rhyno pinned Coachman after the Gore
- Christian pinned Rhyno after the Unprettier
- Benjamin pinned Christian after a T-Bone suplex 

5. Shawn Michaels v Chris Benoit v Edge - Edge by pinfall on Benoit with a reverse sunset flip 
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24 hours before Taboo Tuesday, and a once off Tuesday night showing of Raw for us Aussies with a golden opportunity to really pump up the pay per view. The WWE was back in the US after a full scale lightning tour of Europe including the two TV tapings.

The triple threat match announced last week started out as a triple threat debate. This was bound to explode, and Edge's basic message was that he'd never had a title shot before - and the other two had. Benoit reminded everyone that he'd made Hunter tap out (and Shawn while he was about it) but it was Shawn who put everything in perspective. Edge was happy to start the match right then, and after giving the other two another verbal serve he tried to spear HBK. Shawn avoided the blow and Benoit went to work on him nailing a German Suplex. Shawn tuned up the band, but he got Todd Grisham with the Sweet Chin Music instead of Edge as he'd ducked and skedaddled.

Triple H joined JR and the King for the match, and as usual for big triple threats this match was a little tough to follow. Edge was quickly ejected from the ring, but Benoit and Michaels were equally happy to chop the dickens out of each other. Edge managed to fight back into the match and keep HBK out while working on Benoit - and Triple H was happy that all three were knocking themselves silly 24 hours before facing him. Shawn's leg appeared to be in bother as he couldn't manage the nip up, but he did drop the Macho Man special on Benoit. He tuned up the band, but Benoit changed the tune to German with the suplexes before dropping his head from the top rope. The Crippler put the Sharpshooter on Edge but got the superkick from HBK to even things up. Edge crotched Shawn on the ringpost but couldn't pick up the scraps so he set for the spear only to have to hold off the Crossface. Benoit went for sunset roll up instead but Edge rolled through and synched it up with the tights and the ropes for the win.

Batista and Ric Flair took on Chris Jericho and Randy Orton in something of a leg up for Batista's chances of getting the IC title shot. Orton was all set to get right into Flair's face on top of the nastiness thrown at the Nature Boy by Orton and Jimmy Kimmel on a talk show but it was Batista who was all over Y2J first. But it wasn't long before Flair and Orton were at it, and Flair moved faster than I've seen him in a long time. However Orton had a super nova in his belly and it showed! He cleared the ring but he was soon stuck on the apron as Jericho got into trouble. Y2J needed a break and he got the room to nail the inziguri on Batista and we had a double tag. Orton went to work and Jericho tagged back to finish things of only for the match to break down and the referee sent flying. Y2J got Flair in the Walls of Jericho but he was cleaned up with a Batista coathanger and he was ripe for the figure four leglock. Y2J recovered his senses just in time to avoid a three count, but he wasted no time in tapping out.

Eric wanted Eugene in the ring right off the bat, and he had his black karate outfit on. He wound Eugene up and told him that he was going to embarrass HIM! Eugene was forced to face Gene Snitsky, and just to make sure of it - Kane had been barred from the building! Bischoff was determined to see his nephew not make it to Taboo Tuesday. Trouble was Eugene was tougher than Eric gave him credit for - until Snitsky backed his back into the ring post. He treated a Rock Bottom attempt with contempt and nailed a modified powerslam for the win. But he wasn't finished as he went for a chair. William Regal appeared to help Eugene out, but a low blow and the chair shot put a stop to that. Meanwhile Eric planted a roundhouse kick on Eugene before departing with a smirk on his face.

And I think we got an idea of Lita's state of mind backstage, forgetting in a fit of anger that she was a lot smaller that Snitsky!

Six of the seven girls in the fantasy battle royal (Jazz was the odd one out) had a tag match and Trish went straight to work on Stacy who was quickly isolated. It took a couple of defensive moves to give Stacy the chance to tag Victoria. The match broke down, and Nidia's got a good drop kick going there! Stacy broke up a Gail Kim bridge, and it gave Victoria the space to nail the Widow's Peak and take the victory.

Not long after the polls opened for Taboo Tuesday, Big Mac hit the ring and plugged it as "the fans having all the power". Ummmmm, who's booking the winner for each match, Vince? Not us! Christian risked disaster by interrupting, and made his statement - with a large dose of a lack of gratefulness - for his shot at the IC title. He was looking for Vince's support, but Tajiri came out and he wanted it! Vince wasn't very happy, but then his mood darkened further when the so-called Michael Jordan of the WWE (Coachman) came out with his pitch. This was becoming a procession as next came Rhyno! He wanted the Gore the gut out of Coach and Christian and Vince was about to blow his stack - and then ANOTHER interruption! Make that TWO! The Hurricane and then Shelton Benjamin in rapid succession! Finally, Vince got control by getting a referee out there and away we went with a six man elimination match for Vince's endorsement.

The Hurricane was eliminated first after Tajiri's karate kick, although he got an inverted Time Out in the lead up from Christian. Tajiri went during a commercial break and I don't know how although it was Rhyno who did the eliminating. Rhyno then got Coachman with the Gore thanks to Christian, but the CLB then nailed Rhyno with the Unprettier to leave him and Benjamin. Shelton missed the Stinger Splash, but Captain Charisma was quickly turned into Captain Cocky as he left himself open for a T Bone suplex and that was that. Shelton however didn't want the endorsement of the boss. He wanted the endorsement of the fans!

Carmella's a hypocrite! Forget the lingerie or the evening gown? Hello - this is the same girl who posed NUDE for Playboy! But Christy decided to forget about pitching for one particular match, because she didn't care. She was in it to please the fans - the guys especially! And to prove it she decided to lay on another kiss - except this one was laid on Lillian Garcia! Carmella knocked Christy over from behind in a bit of a lame knock down before leaving the ring.
