3. La Resistance v Chris Benoit & Edge: Tag Team Title Match - La Resistance by pinfall to regain the titles when Grenier pinned Benoit after the Au Revoir 

4. Viscera v Shelton Benjamin: Non Title Match - Benjamin by pinfall after a spinning heel kick 

5. Chris Jericho, Maven & Randy Orton v Dave Batista & Ric Flair: Handicap Match - Jericho, Maven & Orton by pinfall when Orton pinned Batista after the RKO 
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Now were we going to get lucky and have the loonies running the joint again tonight? We started with a certified loony - Gene Snitsky. And he had weapons with him being carried in a stroller for goodness sake! He was fighting Eugene in a match signed by - guess who. Uncle Eric (yep - he was back in charge!).
