The grin on the face of Triple H however indicated he had a plan in his devious mind. Oh I couldn't wait this one! And when Vince arrived, there was a car load of girls not far behind him! Gee I wonder why? It contributed to Vince's paranoia when he discovered a lot of things wrong - and he wouldn't buy Coach's excuse that everyone had taken the Monday off to create a long weekend for Independence Day! DX had started a party outside the building (which explains the girls) including some puppies - and I couldn't believe Jerry Lawler didn't drop his headset and head out there on the spot! Mind you, Trips pulled that out of the sight of the spoken for HBK!
The next skit though had me in tears of laughter! Candace arrived at the table, and for some reason Trips had trouble telling her that Shawn was in the TV truck. When Candace suddenly started behaving the same way I suspected a variation on the famous Harry met Sally scene! But the explanation came when not one by two ladies appeared from under the table!!
But when Trips joined HBK in the TV truck they took over! And caught Vince in the loo and transmitted it on the Titantron! Coach told Vince what was happening and he was pissed off - literally!! He hit the ring, and complained about everything - and had his microphones mucked around with! It's a shame they couldn't isolate the voice effect from the crowd (you could hear their noise change). A DX replay of the manure bath didn't help his mood - and he announced a Vengeance rematch against the Spirit Squad, only this one would be an elimination match. That got canned laughter - and then a replay of the Stand Back clip interrupting his exit! After that he was leaving - but he was greeted with a pyro display right over his limo! Maybe next time you won't keep them out of the building, Big Mac!
Saturday Night's Main Event is coming up on July 15 in the US, and Edge was oozing confidence. He has a title shot on ECW on SciFi, and he claimed that he'd be the champion going into the triple threat on Saturday. Meanwhile, we had a triple threat tag tonight - and Edge was about to announce who his partner was when John Cena sent him scurrying to the floor. Then Rob Van Dam hit the stage, and offered John another shot after last week. Edge wasn't having a bar of that, so RVD changed that to bringing the SNME match forward to tonight! So much for the mystery partner scenario! And that concerned Paul Heyman, but Rob assured him there wasn't a problem.
Cena and Van Dam lost no time cornering doing a number on Edge - and it was clear that they wanted a fair one on one contest with a final result. So Edge was beaten up and sent by air mail to ringside. That allowed the one on one, but Edge wasn't out of it and he inserted himself in the match and nearly stole one if the referee hadn't caught him with his feet on the ropes. Cena tried to get Edge out of the match again, but he didn't manage it despite the run into the ring steps. As usual, this triple threat was hard to follow - and soon RVD was sent to the floor and Cena was all over Edge. A Five Knuckle Shuffle set up the FU, but Edge used the ropes to stop it. He was FUed to the floor for that, and then he caught Lita with a chair and FUed her as a penalty. Then he walked straight into the chair and a Van Daminator. Rob went for the Five Star but he missed it, and Cena got the FU. But then Edge ran him over with something that I didn't catch, and then he picked up the scraps - and got the pin to regain the title! I thought this change was going to happen at SNME, but I was obviously wrong! And this was the first time since 2003 that the WWE title had not changed hands on a pay per view.
The DX takeover of the production truck gave us some extra doses of Melina much to the King's delight prior to the IC title match between Johnny Nitro and Carlito. Nitro did way too much showing off, and Carlito launched the penalty. Melina looked to interfere and eventually did for the DQ after the first nearly had her flattened. Carlito didn't like that, but he didn't need to do anything because Trish ran in and took care of business. And DX were at it again in replay mode!
Lita had her first match in I don't know how long against Torrie Wilson - and boy I did NOT like her execution on the opening suplex! She was all arrogance, but she had the sneer wiped off her face with that slap. Torrie hit back and was setting up for a Stink Face, but she got the referee when Lita put him in the way. Torrie panicked when she realised what had happened, and was wide open for Lita's impact DDT.
For once the Spirit Squad had even competition. Five on five. They were opposed to Jim Duggan, Eugene, Val Venis, Viscera and Gene Snitsky. The Spirit Squad would probably have the team work and they needed to use that to isolate one of the smaller opponents, and they wasted no time targeting the Big Valbowski. He got out and tagged Eugene, but he fared no better. It took a big miss by Kenny to give Eugene the chance to tag - and in came Snitsky. Things soon broke down and the Squad survived as Kenny dropped the massive dime along with one of the others nailing a Swanton Bomb. Not even Snitsky was getting up from that.
The Highlanders - who we saw occasionally in introduction over the last few weeks - debuted against Rob Conway and Matt Striker. A bit of a squash, but it was enough to show that these guys were unorthodox. Striker refused to tag at one point and that cost Conway - who was squished with the Scot Drop. A two man Torture Rack into a backbreaker.
Oh no. Another excuse for a Puke Hogan return, as Randy Orton started the perve routine on his daughter Brooke after the video clip that was shown last week. Great! And why can't I fast forward normal TV? GET RID OF UMAGA!! Mind you, DX interrupted Armando's usual rhetoric with an add for DX t-shirts! And after the match as well with burps!! Maybe they could do something to rub Hogan up the same way! I'd even pay them to do it!
