He ended up slimed in Vince's office after he wanted to apologise - as a message for DX who hadn't arrived in the building yet. Jim Duggan didn't like that and got in Junior Burger's face, but Vince decked him with a chair. The penalty for Eugene was a No DQ handicap match, but I had a feeling that wasn't the big issue as far as the McMahon's were concerned. Especially as the Spirit Squad were on the stage and distracted poor Eugene. Vince had a microphone as Shane worked over Eugene, but he started the Hogan no sell, comeback and big boot. But two members of the Spirit Squad stopped the leg drop, and then it was seven on one as the Squad put Eugene on the Edge commentary table ready for a Junior Burger special - and finally DX arrived! But they were smart and stayed away from the centre - where there was obviously trouble waiting! And they stepped away from a net drop in time. Vince was furious at the failure, and it only got worse as he completely forgot about Eugene and the match! He got rolled up and pinned much to the delight of DX, and Eugene wisely ran with the victory! And Big Mac and Junior Burger - the Timelord has two words for ya!! NUFF SAID!!
Ric Flair stated a few facts, which Mick Foley was quick to rebut via the screen. And he went back to the mid 90's when Mick was working for WCW and Ric had some sort od control. He mentioned the ear (we all know he WANTED that to happen - and it was at the hands of Vader, not the ropes) and then claimed he had titles Ric could never have. OOOF! No rematch. Flair wasn't having that and wanted him out there - hardcore. Did someone say hardcore? Out came Paul Heyman! So after we saw the Big Show win the ECW title last week, Heyman brought the man out to the ring (they've re mixed his music BTW). For one reason. Flair thought about it for about five seconds - he said yes. And ten seconds later he had cause to regret that as he was left on the floor after a neck/back breaker combo after Heyman made him turn his back!
After the last couple of weeks, we had Trish and Melina collide (and Melina did a little different twist on her entrance just when we all thought we would miss out!). Given some of the news that has been coming out recently I had a bad feeling about this one. Melina used Nitro as a distraction to hurt Trish, and she followed up with the nasty stuff. Trish was battling, and found that corner leg scissors move to get control back. She set for the Stratusfaction, but Melina pushed her off. Trish saw Nitro at the ropes where she was headed and found a drop kick to knock him back. But Melina scored a roll up - with a handful of trousers - and got the three count. Trish didn't like that and went after Melina, but Nitro cut her off. And it was Carlito to the rescue again - and we saw stereo Lou Thesz presses and ditto on the drop kicks to send Melina and Nitro looking for higher ground. That set up a mixed tag at SNME.
Lillian Garcia did her job ring announcing for Viscera and Charlie Haas. But I got the impression that Lillian didn't want this match at all. In fact, she'd had enough and wanted the match stopped. She just wanted to be friends with both of them. She got herself in the way, and Viscera was blinded by Haas - and got Lillian with a Samoan Drop! Both men were concerned, but it was a ruse! They were both laughing about it!!
Oh no - Puke Hogan's going to be at SNME. Randy Orton was looking forward to it, and I have to say this is one time I'm right behind a legend being killed!! Mind you - he wanted to meet Brooke Hogan as well. He made short work of Val Venis.
Now who noticed they put the video snips the wrong way around! That was a pretty basic mistake! Whoever put the show together for our transmission should be sacked IMO! We got Orton and one of the motel spots twice!
