3. Ted DiBiase Junior, Cody Rhodes & Bradshaw v Cryme Time & John Cena - Cryme Time & Cena by pinfall when Cena pinned DiBiase after the FU 

4. Mickie James & Kofi Kingston v Paul Burchill & Katie Lea - Burchill & Katie by pinfall when Burchill pinned Kingston after a hangman neckbreaker 

5. Santino Marella v D-Lo Brown - Brown by pinfall after the Low Down 

6. Dave Batista v CM Punk: World Title Match - Batista by DQ when Bradshaw interfered
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24 hours after the Great American Bash, and Batista watched the replay of Kane's attack at the top of the show in the production truck before he headed for the ring. He knew that Kane was the reason he didn't win, but he'll put that aside for the moment. With no sign of the McMahons, Batista took charge and signed a rematch against CM Punk. He then addressed Kane, but then JBL interrupted and told him he wasn't in charge! Bradshaw had a win at the Bash, Batista had his chance so JBL was next up for a title shot. Batista invited him out to the ring (Bradshaw was on the Titantron) but he wouldn't do it. As far as JBL was concerned that was that, and if the Animal wanted a match he should go and find Kane. CM Punk had heard enough and he headed for the ring, and pointed out that he was champion and technically that put HIM in charge! And he was just as annoyed at Kane's interference - and he was happy to give Batista the rematch tonight! JBL wouldn't stand for it, but Batista told the production boys to mute him, and they did! The Animal then accepted the match.
Before CM Punk arrived, Kane came to the ring and it was on! Punk ran in and stopped the beat down and a bevy of referees arrived to chase the Big Red Machine out of there. The match referee checked on Batista to see if he wanted the match to go ahead and with a shove on the champion he said yes. The match began and it was clear that the Animal wasn't quite there. Punk tried to take advantage but he didn't lay on the killer blow and Batista got his focus and went to work. Punk found a swinging neckbreaker and that stunned the Animal and the champion went after the head and neck. Batista found a massive dump, but Punk took it and kept up the attack. The Animal was in trouble as Punk had an answer to each fightback. He got the corner knee and the bulldog for the two count. He set for the springboard clothesline, but he was caught in mid air and given the spinebuster! Just what Batista needed and he got the adrenalin pumping with a drive into the corner. Punk got a boot up, but he missed the flying bodypress and Batista got the spear! But then he headed for the floor as Bradshaw had arrived! The referee called for the bell, and JBL knocked Batista down in the ring with the Clothesline from Hell. He then pitched Punk to the floor, but Cena arrived! London came up with a couple of boots and he got going only to get knocked silly by a shoulder block. Two moves later and Cade nailed that modified power bomb for the win. And still no Shawn, so Lance upped the ante and invited Chris Jericho out there. But Y2J had bad news for Lance - Shawn wasn't there. He showed what happened 24 hours earlier at the Bash, and then blamed the fans because they were the ones who wanted him to be there even though (by Shawn's own admission) he wasn't 100 percent. Chris considered his job done. Oh really? There's a saying in the business of pro wrestling, Y2J. ''Never say never''.
Hacksaw Jim Duggan was in the ring, and spoke of thinking about retiring after 30 years. A number of fans didn't want that to happen, but what those two twits did last week had got to Hacksaw. Jerry Lawler wasn't taking that, and he reminded Jim that there was no age limit in WWE. And besides, he was the only guy who get a chant of "USA" going. No surprise what happened then in crowd! Did that change Hacksaw's mind? You bet it did! But then here come the buzz killers. DiBiase and Rhodes went on their usual again, and reminded them that they were toddlers when Hacksaw won the Royal Rumble and they weren't even born when the King smacked Andy Kaufman on David Letterman! Well, Cody, here's a replay courtesy of the former AWA World Champion! That pissed the tag team champions right off and if it wasn't for the six man rematch - we would have had a match there!
Two beaten up bodies faced off before JBL decided to tag Rhodes - much to the crowd's displeasure. Cena showed that if he was hurting he wasn't going to show it! He did his damage before tagging Shad Gaspar. Rhodes was in trouble but he managed to find a way to tag DiBiase, only to get suplexed. JTG was soon in, but he was dumped on the top rope and that gave Bradshaw the confidence to get involved and tag in. JTG was in trouble and his gut (that took the hot shot) was the target. He found a roll up but that did no good. A drop kick gave a better chance, but DiBiase tagged Rhodes who stopped the attempt to tag. However JTG dodged a bullet and we had a double tag! Cena and Bradshaw! It was on and Cena was getting the better of it! JBL bailed all the way through the crowd to get away, as Cena lifted both of the tag team champions up in the fireman's carry! Well done, John! He flipped Rhodes off the top before nailing DiBiase with the FU for the win.
We had an intergender tag, and it was on quickly between Mickie James and Katie Lea. No beg pardons here! Burchill stuck his nose in and got it slapped by Mickie! He stalked her only to get flattened by Kofi! They weren't legal, but the girls soon tagged out and the guys went at it. Neither got control as Kofi kept Burchill off balance. Katie looked to interfere and she paid for that courtesy of Mickie - but Burchill pulled her out of there. He was pushed back first into the ringpost, but when Kofi went for a spinning heel kick his foot hit the post when Burchill dodged. That was it as back in the ring Burchill nailed a hangman neckbreaker for the pin.
Kelly Kelly had an uphill battle to combat Beth Phoenix, especially after Beth embarrassed Santino last week (which let's face it is easy!). Kelly tried some slick simple stuff, but that only served to annoy the Glamazon and Beth went to work. Kelly wouldn't give it up though and she was battling! She found an enziguri and she got onto a roll. Have to say Kelly is really improving! She had the handspring elbow blocked though, and the double arm chicken wing was locked in - but Kelly got in a roll up! Beth though rolled through, and she nailed that inverted power bomb (which has a name which I've forgotten) and got the win.
Santino was making excuses! He didn't want a woman this time. He wanted a man. OK are you down with that? D-LO is back!! It's been a long time since he's been in WWE (last time I saw him was in 2003 in TNA). And he was looking good! Beth Phoenix came down for a look see as well. And he got his tail kicked! The Low Down (the D-Lo Frog Splash) finished that one off, and now Beth was in the ring? She took a shot at him wanting him to fight her! They did for a moment with go behinds but Santino then let go and they faced off - and then they kissed?? Now that was odd!
