2. Bob Holly v Randy Orton - Orton by DQ when Holly hit a blatant low blow 

3. Edge & Val Venis v Kurt Angle & Lance Storm - Angle and Storm by pinfall when Angle pinned Venis after a super kick from Storm. 

4. Farooq & Mark Henry v Christian & Test - Christian & Test by pinfall when Christian pinned Farooq after the Unprettier 

5. Tajiri v Billy Kidman: Cruiserweight Title match - Tajiri by pinfall to retain the title after a kick to the head 

6. Chris Jericho v Hulk Hogan: No DQ World Title Match - Hogan by pinfall to retain the title with a roll up 
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Come on, Jericho! Whip that red and yellow butt! Well, I would have preferred Triple H, but please, someone - ANYONE! - beat the Pukester for that title! Well he barged into Vince's office and made some points that Vince picked up. One, the match was a No DQ. Good! Two, no Taker (no more invasions for either show) and three, anything from Triple H would be "career suicide". Kurt quickly accused the crowd of issuing the chant to Lance Storm, before plugging the biggest vanity trip anyone could take! Well, here comes Edge to introduce some sanity (!). And out came Val with the "You Suck" tee! That was too much for the Olympic Twit, who quickly wanted a match with Edge at Judgement Day. And he went for a hair versus hair match! We haven't had one of those for as long as the WWF hasn't been in Australia!! Last time was Wrestlemania 3 - Roddy Piper v Adrian Adonis! Both Storm and Venis got their share of the tag match (good, they are both talented wrestlers). The match got out of hand as Edge and Storm did their respective damage, and Edge stopped a certain Ankle Lock only to have the referee admonish him. That allowed Storm to super kick Venis and Angle rolled him up for the win. Rats.

What is Stacy's game with Randy Orton anyway? What a tease! I have to say that I like the look of this fellow. He's got a future I think! As for Vince - hey Linda are you watching this! Ready to kiss Stacy's belly button! When Chris Jericho interrupted (see above). And what did they get up to as they looked like they were dressing!

Hmmmm. I think D-Von had better watch himself, trying to covet Farooq's bet winnings. Meanwhile, the big losers in the betting took on Farooq and Henry. Even the powerful Test was no match for the big man, and he shook off a double team with a thunderous double clothesline. Test and Christian had to isolate Farooq and that's what they tried to do. Meanwhile, D-Von was collecting again during the match and he ended up being confronted by Mark Henry - who took the money and threw in into the crowd! D-Von tried to deck Henry for it, but was quickly high tailing it as Mark took off after him. Unfortunately he left Farooq alone and unprotected from the Unprettier.

We had a cruiserweight rematch, and Kidman wasn't great with his first couple of moves which were very loose despite excellent set ups. But when Tajiri hits with those feet - look out! He cleverly targeted Kidman's legs, but it was going to take more than that to keep him down. But then Tajiri used Torrie as a shield and she copped a body press from the inside of the ring to the floor from Kidman! This can't keep happening surely!
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
