1. Rey Mysterio & Chris Benoit v Tajiri & Rhyno - Mysterio & Benoit by pinfall when Mysterio pinned Rhyno after a somersault leg drop 

2. Torrie Wilson & Nidia v Shaniqua: Handicap match - Shaniqua by pinfall on Nidia after a power bomb 

3. Charlie Haas & Shelton Benjamin v Eddie & Chavo Guerrero: Tag Team Title Match - Los Guerreros by pinfall to win the titles when Eddie pinned Haas after the Frog Splash 

4. Brock Lesnar v Kurt Angle: 60 Minute Iron Man World Title Match - Lesnar by 5 falls to 4 to regain the title 
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Well, tonight's Smackdown was going to be dominated by the 60 minute Iron Man Match. And I think the Australian version may have been looking at some cuts when the match started with only 41 minutes to the show's finishing time - but I was wrong thankfully! Brock went in with a power game plan and a momentum break back up, but Angle had an answer every time frustrating the living daylights out of the challenger. When Angle got to him outside, Lesnar cracked - and he grabbed and used a chair and got himself DQed to go down 0-1. But now Angle was in trouble. Lesnar nailed the F-5 to square it up 1-1, and then after a boot attack made Angle tap to the Ankle Lock to make it 2-1. But the Angle Slam didn't get the third fall, and the Olympic Twit got back into the match. Lesnar got Angle outside the ring and re-took control only to have the champion fight back again. Then Brock nailed an F-5 outside the ring, and he beat the count to go 3-1 up. Four falls decided in four different ways. Good writing! Lesnar had to maintain his advantage and avoid those German suplexes! And the Olympic Slam, which he didn't and Angle got it back to 3-2. Both men avoided their respective slams, and Lesnar rolled through the Ankle Lock nearly throwing Angle into the referee. But the ref was soon flattened by a coathanger intended for Angle. This allowed things to get right out of hand, and Lesnar revived the official after decking Angle with the title belt - and went to a 4-2 lead. The Olympic Twit went for broke and went to the top rope for a double axehandle to the floor. He then nailed a sensational top rope drop kick inside the ring, but couldn't get the three count. He then went for the moonsault, and missed. Lesnar started to look for win number five, but faced the Ankle Lock again and repeated his roll through throw - this time pitching the Olympic Twit out to the floor.

With 20 minutes to go, Lesnar tried to introduce steel steps, but Angle drove them into his face with a drop kick. This was a war. Lesnar nailed a superplex - and got his fifth fall to go ahead 5-2! And with less than a quarter of an hour to go, a title change looked imminent! Lesnar tried to F-5 Angle into the steel ring post, but Angle escaped and returned the favour. He took advantage with a half Boston Crab, but Lesnar got to the ropes. Angle changed it to the Ankle Lock, but Lesnar again got to the ropes. His leg was killing him, but he took Angle off the offence with an F-5. A pinfall would have sealed it but Angle got out at 2 and 99/100ths. Lesnar went for broke and headed for the top rope, but an Angle lightning suplex stopped that and it got the Olympic Twit back to 5-3 with 10 minutes on the clock (and about five minutes taken off TV time). Angle threw out the wrestling book and slugged Lesnar into the corner, setting up for another Olympic Slam only to get DDTed. Could Brock maintain his lead? He took a leaf out of Angle's book with three German release suplexes in a row. He went for a fourth, but the Olympic Twit snuck in a go behind and returned the favour. Lesnar tried to copy that, but Angle rolled through and got the Ankle Lock back on. After trying to get to the ropes, Lesnar tapped to make it 5-4. Four minutes for Angle to get at least one fall to take it to O/T. He reapplied the Ankle Lock, but Lesnar ran him into the ropes. Kurt then went for a bow and arrow, but Lesnar used his elbow to break it and he went to the outside - which was a smart move with only two minutes left! Angle tried to make him pay and got him back in again for a series of German Suplexes without the release. Four in all, and there would have been five but Brock grabbed the referee and low blowed the champion. It bought him enough time, and Angle got the Ankle Lock back on and grapevined it - but Brock saw the clock with only 15 seconds left and he refused to tap until the time expired. 5-4, new world champion much to the Olympic Twit's horror - and Lesnar's delight. What a match!

Stephanie made it clear that no matter what, she wasn't going to quit. She even told Vince to fire her, but that's not the way he wanted things. But Vince had better watch his back if the top of the show is anything to go by - because I'm sure that Steph has the Undertaker to watch her back if required!

It didn't take Los Guerreros long to get a tag team title match after Chavo's return last week. And Chavo was on FIRE early! What a spinning leg scissors!! The champions had to work their way back into the match as the Guerreros got the referee out of position, but both sides were bending the rules to breaking point. Then Haas and Benjamin got Chavo's bicep in trouble - the muscle that put him out of action for four months. He managed to escape by jumping over Haas and tagging, but Eddie was soon in bother until Haas collected Benjamin with a kick by accident! Latino Heat went for the Frog Splash but he rolled through it when Haas moved. The match got out of hand, and the Guerreros nailed Haas with a double move that was either a fouled up back body drop or some sort of release Fisherman's suplex. It stunned Haas, and Chavo nailed a regular suplex to set up the Frog Splash - and new tag team champions!

Two wars melded in the tag team match which saw Rey Mysterio tag up with Chris Benoit against Tajiri and Rhyno. Benoit had to withstand a nasty barrage and tagged Rey who went airborne against the Man Beast. Rhyno fought back but got a face full of Tajiri's mist when Rey Rey ducked. The Cruiserweight champ nailed Rhyno with the 619 and nailed a huge somersault leg drop to get the victory.

Shaniqua got Torrie and Nidia two on one after last week, but even with Dawn Marie at ringside - Shaniqua had the Basham brothers at ringside. She was double teamed, but when the referee ran Torrie out of the ring that gave Shaniqua the opening she needed. She didn't need the boys, suplexing Torrie smack onto Nidia's prone body! She finished things off with a power bomb with authority on Nidia to get the win. And to add insult to injury, she bashed up Dawn Marie as well!
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
