1. Mike Mizanin & John Morrison v The Major Brothers: Non Title Match - Mizanin & Morrison by pinfall when Mizanin pinned Brian after the Reality Check 

2. Kane v Big Daddy V - Kane by DQ when Matt Striker brought in a chair 

3. Montel Porter v Rey Mysterio: Non Title Match - Porter by pinfall with a double leg hook up 

4. Mark Henry v Fit Finlay & Hornswoggle: Handicap Match - Finlay & Hornswoggle by pinfall when Hornswoggle pinned Henry after a Rocket Launcher 

5. Chuck Palumbo v Jamie Knoble - Knoble by pinfall with a victory roll 

6. Torrie Wilson v Victoria - Torrie by pinfall after a hangman neckbreaker 
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Edge owes us an explanation. Why the Undertaker? He wasn't the champion? And.....oh no. Edge has done it again with a woman! This time a bloody WIDOW for crying out loud! Vickie was a part of it! Yeah okay Eddie's been gone for two years but for goodness sake!! The attack got Edge a title shot at Batista next week. And Batista wanted to know why. Vickie gave two lame excuses (which I won't repeat). She even accompanied Edge to the ring for the Cutting Edge - and they had the cover excuse for Vickie's ascension to the GM's position (it wasn't the original reason). It was a four month plan. The Cutting Edge guest was Batista, and her was another chance for him to demand answers even though he already had it. Dave found the whole thing disgraceful and he gave Edge a mighty shove to the mat and kept it short and sweet. Edge was fuming! And then the gong!! The Taker was in the ring and Edge ran for it! Vickie was trapped and the Taker got her in a choke hold! Edge was torn between going to her rescue and staying away from a FURIOUS Taker - and he ended up paying for it as Vickie got Tombstoned! (Nice work, Vickie - actually it's easy to take. I talk through experience!)
JBL had an in ring interview with Montel Porter, who looked smug despite being pinned at Survivor Series by Matt Hardy's brother Jeff. We sat through the replay of the attack last week on Smackdown, and JBL was applauding. And Porter claimed he did it because Matt was dead weight as a tag partner? JBL presented Porter with a US championship ring, and then called for the crowd to support the US champion (as if that was going to happen and it didn't). Bradshaw left the ring as Porter went on a verbal garbage monologue - and this had to get an interruption. It did - from Rey Mysterio, who called Montel a "rookie"! OOF! And a punk as well. Rey got it right - he was scared of Matt! Porter belted Rey for that (which proved Rey correct) but Rey fought back and set up the 619! Porter high tailed it in nothing flat. A match was signed as a result.
Porter was in Rey's face early and a couple of arm drags was the response. Porter backed off and tried to swarm him, but Rey was too wily and Porter was having big problems. He hit the floor first chance he got, and that benefited him as he took charge and nailed that vicious kick. This time he went for the seated senton, but Porter caught him in a double leg hook up and used the ropes to pin him!
Vince McMahon actually did Hornswoggle a favour by adding Fit Finlay as his tag team partner in a handicap match. Finlay could get Henry's attention, but he was getting it from both sides! Henry fired up, but the Irish tactics were getting to him! Henry eventually got Finlay down, and Hornswoggle tried to get under the ring. Henry caught him and dragged him out, but he had another stick. Henry tossed him into the ring, and disarmed him - but the referee disarmed Henry. However as he got rid of it Finlay was up with the original stick and nailed Henry! Up went Hornswoggle, and Finlay helped him with a Rocket Launcher and also helped Hornswoggle get the pin! But their celebration was short lived as Khali came out intent on revenge against Finlay for what he did at the Survivor Series! Henry was back and flattened Finlay and Khali gave him the Tree Slam.
The Major Brothers saw the chance to make a real impression against the tag team champions, and they looked good early. But the referee missed a blatant hair pull by Morrison from the apron allowing Mizanin to do a slingshot the hard way under the bottom rope right on the throat. Brett was in trouble, but he got some space and the Miz stupidly ran him into his own corner and Brian tagged! He was cleaning house and Morrison was sent to the floor - but he missed a flying body press and Mizanin nailed the Reality Check for the win. And Jimmy had blood on his chest? Wonder how that happened?
They did it again. Either ECW went out prior to the Smackdown taping - or they risked the switch around. Kane had Big Daddy V one on one, and this was ugly as usual. BDV was swarming and squashing the Big Red Machine, but he missed a dropping head butt and Kane got a low drop kick. He was keeping BDV down, and when he went up Matt Striker came in with a chair! The referee called for the bell even though no damage was done as Kane got Striker with the top rope clothesline - and then he grabbed the chair and sent both men packing! Well - to the crowd at the taping that would have led to the handicap match we saw on ECW.
Jamie - you are an idiot! Hitting on Michelle McCool? He deserved that slap! He was already signed to meet Chuck Palumbo, who went to work and seemed to be doing it with ease - until he ran into the corner and Knoble quickly got a knee from the top rope. But trying to trap him on the mat was a mistake! Palumbo nailed a solid right hand right out of the box and couple of corner spear squashes had Palumbo firing up. But he missed in the corner again, and Knoble went up and got a victory roll - and got the three count!! Palumbo was shocked and so was Michelle - and she was disgusted when Jamie blew her a kiss!
Old enemies collided in Torrie and Victoria, and Victoria took control with a nasty looking dump from a fireman's carry. But she went for broke with a moonsault from the second rope and Torrie dodged. She fought back with a couple of clotheslines, but Victoria dumped her on the bottom rope. She went for the Widow's Peak, but Torrie slipped through and nailed a hangman neckbreaker for the win.
Ummmm somehow I don't think John Cena would appreciate Festus and his little fan thing with Jesse!
In the bad news - Matt Hardy had to get his appendix out, and he will be out for two to three months. That was the legit reason for the attack last week, and it's a shame because I'm sure Matt was heading for a US Title reign at Armageddon. But he should be back by Wrestlemania 24.
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
