3. The Big Show v Joey Mercury - The Show by pinfall after the lethal right hand 

4. Rey Mysterio v Jack Swagger: Two out of Three falls match
- Mysterio by DQ when Swagger refused to release the Ankle Lock in the ropes
- Swagger by submission with the Ankle Lock
- Mysterio by pinfall to win the match with a double arm hook up
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For the first time since 1998, Kane was a world champion - and it was the first ever time he'd won this particular title. He'd been in pain all that time, and that pain was exorcised when he won the case and then won the title on the same night. He was gratified and satisfied. He figured that Rey Mysterio would have done the same thing. But I was right - that win was for the Undertaker. They are selling the Taker as still comatose, and despite the victory - Kane was still after the perpetrator. That was some promo and I suspect he's going to stay champion at least until we find out who did it.

Swagger meanwhile was whining big time about his loss to Rey Mysterio, earning the ire of the crowd calling Eddie Guerrero the biggest liar and cheat ever. If I remember, Angle didn't whine like this after he was beaten at Mania 20! Rey was peeved at the way he'd lost his title, but he had to get past Swagger two out of three falls to get at Kane for the title at Summerslam. Rey HAD to win the first fall here, because I couldn't see him going three falls with his ankle. Swagger looked angry but he couldn't be sloppy here. And he was making mistakes and a 100 percent Rey would have made him pay for it big time. He was on the floor and was sent into the ringside wall by a baseball slide. But he came back and such was the anger Swagger was already dripping with sweat! Rey again fired back but he paid for going for a moonsault and would have ended up in the Tree of Woe if his ankle was okay. Mysterio was grounded and his ankle had a huge target on it. Swagger was after it and he should really have been going for the first fall here. Rey tried to battle as he usually does and he found a springboard cross body block that seemed to stun Swagger. But he struck back with the wheelbarrow slam and there's the Ankle Lock. Rey got to the ropes - but Swagger refused to break the hold and Rey won the first fall on the DQ! What a pyrrhic victory that was for Mysterio because his ankle was really hurting now. On the other hand, Swagger had to get two falls to get at Kane.

Rey managed to get back into the ring and he fought back again and found the huracanrana from the top rope to set up the 619. But Swagger grabbed the legs mid move and back on went the Ankle Lock. Rey was quick to tap out and this was down to the last fall now. The battle went to the floor where Swagger decked him. He observed the count and he must have figured Rey would beat it so he put him in the ring and nailed two Vader Bombs. And Mysterio kicked out! So Swagger went for a third and he met a boot right to the jaw! He rolled the dice once more and Swagger stopped that and tried for the Blue Thunder Bomb - but Rey swung out and locked in the double arm hook up, and he got him!! I don't believe it! Maybe the ankle isn't as bad as we thought in reality? Swagger snapped and he was after the ankle again, but Kane came in and chased Swagger out of there! He then confronted Rey - and then raised his hand! Well, well, well. But it was a ruse as Kane then decided to go after Rey and he paid for that with a 619 and Mysterio took off as well as the ankle could carry him!

After exposing Punk's bald head last week, Luke Gallows was after retribution against the Big Show. Or was he? They threw the mystery intruder against him instead! He tried his best, but the Show grabbed his head - and there goes the mask again. The commentators were quick to identify the bald guy as none other than Joey Mercury! Former member of MNM and released some time ago for a Wellness program violation. The Show put the mask on his own head (and it only just fit!) before nailing the lethal right hand and got the easy pin. Punk did not look happy with that, but the Show was delighted!

Matt Hardy was showing the scars of Money in the Bank - as was Christian as they were both limping. Christian had a shiner as well. But they were still eying each other. They took on Drew McIntyre and Cody Rhodes and Hardy started with his old enemy McIntyre. I was sure Scotty would try to further the hurt as he has before, but Matt knew it and looked to attack from the start. That had McIntyre on the back foot and Christian kept that going and Drew needed a break. He got it and tagged Rhodes who tried to take advantage but he was soon in the wrong corner and Hardy and Christian were working well as a team tagging in and out. Rhodes managed to escape and tag out but soon both heels were on the floor and Christian clobbered them with the springboard drop! Rhodes got the tag in and he tried again to take advantage only for Matt to battle back and tag Christian. Rhodes was in trouble and he copped a shot from floor level despite an attempted distraction by McIntyre. But Cody found the Alabama Slam (causing Matt Striker to reference Bob Holly's home town!) and now Christian was in bother. It was the heels now tagging in and out and Rhodes got the belly kick - another Holly move, but Christian avoided another Alabama Slam and a double clothesline took both men down leading to a double tag. Matt had taken his singlet off and his ribs were taped but he found a DDT and Rhodes broke that up and this broke down big time. And Matt decked Christian in the chaos by accident! McIntyre took advantage with a vicious kick to the side of the head and got the pin and Christian didn't appear happy. But he seemed to take it like a man and he and Hardy shook hands.

Dolph Ziggler needed a win against Kofi to have a chance at the IC title, and he had a chance as Kofi's neck was sore after Money in the Bank. He was after it and it made Kingston back up a bit. But he got a roll on and it took a shot to the neck to stop that - and Ziggy was after it again and this time with focus. Kofi ended up on the floor and Michael Mc was there helping him, but Vicki didn't like that and pulled rank on him because he was NXT and not Smackdown! Michael wasn't happy about that and I didn't blame him! Talk about abusing power! Mr Ziggles retained control but Kofi was battling. A hangman neckbreaker did damage and Dolph was risking a DQ in the ropes. But he took WAY too long to drop that elbow and Kingston was out of town! Ziggler tried to get control back but Kofi had the gap he needed and he was using it. He let fly with punches so much that the referee had to make him stop, but he nailed the Boom Drop and Trouble's coming! Ziggler ducked and threw Kofi out but he skinned the cat - and Vicki grabbed his leg! The referee never saw that and Ziggler nailed the Zig Zag! That would have been it, but he wanted the Sleeper. He locked it in and Kofi was knocked out. A big win for Dolph that could well get him that title shot, and he knew it and grabbed the title and coveted it. But the referee wouldn't let him walk off with it because it wasn't his.

Oh boy throw the syrup in the bin, Michelle and Layla! Yike! Well Teddy Long had a surprise in store for LayCool - another title defence for Layla next week on Smackdown. This time against Tiffany!
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
