6. Daniel Bryan v CM Punk: Champion v Champion Non Title match - Double pinfall 
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Live in the US this week, and Daniel Bryan had AJ with him as he headed for the ring. He celebrated his victory in the Chamber and laughed off the Rocky Balboa "wannabe" Santino Marella. As far as Daniel was concerned he was Rocky! "Yo AJ - I did it!" That's what he said! But his moment was spoiled by Sheamus, so he was getting the Great White back at Mania 28. Meanwhile he had to face CM Punk tonight, and he was out to spoil Punk's party when Mike Mizanin interrupted. This will be interesting given their relationship in NXT Season 1! That wasn't lost on Miz, but now he was taking the credit? Following in his footsteps? Sheamus had heard enough of that and he took the mic off the Miz and told it like it is. Bryan was behaving like an arse! He gave it to him verbally, and the Miz politely took Daniel's mic and got in his face. Sheamus almost laughed that off, and then he turned back to Bryan who slapped him! He bailed from an angry Irishman and Mizanin pounced only to be beaten off as Bryan high tailed it with AJ in tow.

That led to a match between the Miz and Sheamus per Teddy Long and Sheamus was quickly in charge and Mizanin was soon on the floor. Sheamus brought him back into the ring and nailed the flying shoulder block for a two count making Mizanin bail to the apron again. He found a Time Out on Sheamus's arm, but Sheamus struck with a forearm with the other arm. However he crashed into the ring post right on the same hurt arm and shoulder and the Miz went to work. He shut off one Sheamus fight back with a Randy Savage double axehandle from the top rope, but the Great White kept coming and the Irish Curse netted a two count. Mizanin struck back with the Reality Check, but the Skull Crushing Finale was avoided. Sheamus missed the Brogue Kick but he fought Miz off and nailed the Celtic Cross for the victory.

You'll do, CM Punk! The pipe bomb struck again with the reference to Serena without naming her over thinking Bryan would get AJ to shave her head! Matt Striker got it! The bell rang at 5:01pm so they were giving this some time. And they were at it again as I just watched and we had a stand off. The match remained even but Bryan did something different that I couldn't describe to the arm. Punk got a boot up but the arm was vulnerable now and Bryan's eyes lit up. This was right up his alley on submissions and he was after it. The pain was Punk's enemy now but he sucked it up and drove a knee to Daniel's kidney to grab a rest break. His feet were his friend and he got onto a big roll and they traded finishers and Bryan bailed to the floor and he was looking for his title belt in order to walk out! But Sheamus ran down and threw Bryan back into the ring where Punk stuck it to him with the roundhouse kick - and he got him!

But then Johnny Ace stuck his nose in and re-started the match? He's not in charge of Smackdown! Punk was back in trouble with his arm and Bryan was rolling him over and he got the pin with his hand in the ropes. But then it was re-started again - this time by Teddy Long! Ace didn't like that but as Teddy rightly pointed out, this was HIS show! That caused the match temperature to climb as Punk battled back and he nailed the corner knee - only to have the bulldog halted thanks to the arm issue. Bryan nailed the drop kick in the corner but Punk kept coming as they traded pins and I couldn't take my eyes off the screen! This was a great match, but I don't know if going up for the Macho Man Special was wise. And I was right. Bryan tried for the superplex but a head butt sent him down. Bryan was sent down a second time but the third time he got the superplex only for both of them to tie up a small package and I think that was a double pin! Long and Ace were arguing the point and Ace entered the ring and held up Bryan's arm but Long was in and held up Punk's arm and that started a mighty argument and jacket's were off and Teddy threw his into Johnny's face before stalking off.

After the KO of Mark Henry last week, Teddy Long ended the suspension of the World's Strongest Slam and it was on again between Henry and The Big Show. Henry is the one guy who can deck the Show with one shot and he withstood the early onslaught and went to work. He stopped one fight back and he was talking trash something chronic. The Show found a boot in the corner and the clothesline started the big roll including a spear but when he set for the chokeslam Cody Rhodes interrupted from the stage. He mocked the Show over the Sumo match at Mania 21 and showed a video of it. Henry tried to take the open door and nailed a mighty powerslam. He then nailed a splash, but the Show kicked out!! Rhodes was stunned on the stage, and the Show rose up and nailed Henry with the WMD! But instead of taking the win, the Show was out of the ring causing Rhodes to high tail it. There was no bell so officially it was a no contest.

Fresh off the victory over the tag team champions on Raw, Kofi Kingston and Ron Killings faced Jack Swagger and Dolph Ziggler. Killings started with Swagger and he didn't like the fooling around by R-Truth. But Swagger was quick to retaliate and Ron was in bother. But he escaped and Kofi was off and running against Ziggler. Swagger came in for the save and Killings was there only to be sent flying. Vicki mouthed off at him but she lost her balance trying to avoid Swagger who'd been coathangered by Kofi. The referee was watching Vicki who was throwing a tantrum on the floor, but that allowed Ziggy to get Kingston with an eye rake and he quickly nailed the Zig Zag. The referee was back for the pin. That's a setback after Raw for Kingston and Killings.

Oh boy. Drew McIntyre was fuming that he had to face Khali. He tried to play it soft, but then he slapped him! Khali grabbed him by his pony tail and that started a squash finishing with the Tree Slam.

Johnny Ace called Teddy Long unprofessional over his antics with Aksana, but Teddy had the perfect comeback. For now, that office was his and on Smackdown, the Raw interim GM had his own office. The loo! We had a rematch from Raw between Ezekiel Jackson and David Otunga and I was hoping justice would prevail. Zeke was clearly peeved at the loss, and he was soon no selling Otunga's shots and he was letting fly! He was looking to put this in the book quickly and he loaded up the Torture Rack! But Otunga grabbed the ropes and got to the apron where he found a Time Out. He was quick with that dump of his - and he got him again!! Come on!! You can not be serious!!
